Ryan White Part B and C funding provides primary medical and dental care, as well as an on-site 340b pharmacy. The
Clinic is closely linked with community-based organizations that provide risk-reduction, prevention, testing and
counseling services for HIV/AIDS as well as for many of the chronic diseases that are prevalent in these rural
communities. WVCHC has formed an alliance with the Health Department for Granville and Vance Counties to
provide a health care safety network so that uninsured patients have access to specialty services.
